AtYas American Academywe offera US Common Core, Massachusetts State Curriculum,
which is the most highly regarded in the United States.

Yas American Academy is an American Curriculum school located on Yas Island. The
schoolis a part of Aldar Academies, one of the UAE's largest providers of leading private
education, with schools in Abu Dhabi and Al Ain, rated outstanding by the Abu Dhabi
Department of Education and Knowledge.

Yas American Academy is our first Massachusetts State Curriculum school in Abu
Dhabi, which is the most highly regarded and successful public-school curriculum in
the United States. The Massachusetts Curriculum draws on a rich history of academic
excellence and rigor and has historically benefited from proximity to and interaction
with higher education institutions such as Harvard University and the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology.
